NJPA VISION:   To provide solutions that delivers value to their members. 
  
WHO IS NJPA? NJPA is a public corporation serving as a municipal contracting agency for government and education 

agencies.  All NJPA employees are public employees. 
 
NJPA MEMBERSHIP: 

• Membership with and participation in NJPA programs is available to all education and government entities, as well 
as nonpublic schools and nonprofit organizations. 

• Joint Powers and/or cooperative purchasing statutes at the state level grant members the legal right to use NJPA 
services. 

• Membership is free and can be initiated by filling out an online application at: www.njpacoop.org/join/application 
  
NJPA BENEFITS: 

• Members can save an average of $3K-$5K in resources by utilizing the pre-negotiated NJPA contracts instead of 
going to bid. 

• National aggregation of product equipment demand and volume results in aggressive and competitive pricing. 
  
NJPA PROCESS: 

• Members work directly with the vendor/manufacturer to determine their specific needs and solutions for equipment, 
products and services.  

• Members may contact NJPA to verify the awarded contract pricing and confirm contract terms and conditions. 
• Purchase orders are issued directly to the vendor or vendor’s authorized dealer.  

Member should include identifying language on the purchase order to identify the contract.
